Mendham Recreation Committee Minutes: June 8, 2016

In attendance: Ned Panfile, Chris Glassner & Bruce DiBisceglie.
1. Communications
a. May ‘16 Mendham Borough Recreation Committee (MBRC) meeting minutes reviewed.  
i. Minutes and agendas posted to Mendham Borough website.
2. Day Camp Update: 

a. Early registration closed on May 31 with the camp 70% full. This is down slightly from years’ past. K-3rd is on pace. Boy groups overall are on pace. 4th-5th girl registrations have decline, particularly 4th grade girls. Bruce & Amanda to analyze.  

b. June 5th training was very successful with close to 100% attendance by counselors who had accepted positions. New hires trained for four hours. This overlapped with the two-hour training with veteran staff. 

3. Concert/Movie Update: 

a. The MBRC approved the expenditure for movie projecting and sound equipment. This equipment is needed to replace the services of Backyard Productions as the MBRC will keep the operations in-house. The amount will not exceed the $800 unencumbered remaining of the “Park Event” line item #597.

b. Chris will reach out to 6th & 7th groups and the Girl Scouts to offer independent concession services as a fund-raiser to benefit their groups. The MBRC will merely recognize the groups, but will not manage or take part financially. 

4. Labor Day Parade:
a. Rob Trout has been contracted to be the Master of Ceremonies for the Parade at the Gazebo. His band has been offered the option to set up within the carnival to maximize listeners. This could be a parade-day decision based on weather conditions.
b. Ned has contacted Jim Baglin, Bill Carpluk & Fred Corona. All three have graciously accepted the honor of Grand Marshal. Invitation letters were also sent out by Margot Kaye.

c. The High School band has confirmed participation in the parade.

5. Prior Business:   
a. Bruce has set up eBlasts for concerts & movies and will be adding email addresses derived from new Mendham Borough residents that enrolled in the Day Camp. Total email addresses on the list exceed 600. The list will be used sparingly (Camp, Concert, Movies, Parade and extenuating events as determined by Bruce) as not to over-saturate recipients. 
b. A firm headcount is still needed by MBRC members for attendance of concerts and movies.

6. New Business:   
a. Chris will oversee groups that wish to fund-raise at concerts and movies.
